Dear Sir!

A technical comment from the beginning. I do not know English. I will write in Polish. As I know, there are problems with transcription of polish fonts, I sent two versions – one with polish fonts, second without. I hope, that you will read through.

May be my first information was not precise. As was mentioned, I am employee of City Zgierz Museum. I am interested in the past. I collect data regarding vital statistics in St. Catherine Parish in Zgierz from 1801-1900. Between them,  I met on interesting you name. I warn, that I revised few years only.


1.
Certificate of baptism Nr 66 from 12 May 1801. At this day in the parish church under the invocation of St. Catherine , take place baptism of Monika Domicelli (in original Latin Monica Domicella), born 1 May 1801 in Zgierz ( it were rooms of Zgierz hospital-in those days poor-house “Domus Hospitalis in Oppido Zegrze”, which were  accommodation for clerk, who was Jan Magnuski). Her parents were “Magnificorum Joannis Magnuski Regentus Zegrzensis cujus origo de villa Sierakow et parochial Kutno” and “Magnificorum Josepha Wyrzykowska cujus origo de villa Kaly et par. Zegrzensis”.

Godparents were “Magnifici ac Generosi Michael et Honorata de Dzierzbickie  Dzierzbiety bonorum v.Licimierz Regalis tenuteri Possessores”. Assistant of Godparents was “Magnif. Conegunda Loiewska vexili-essa Bidgostiensi, omnes de Parochia Zegrensi Parochiani”.


A small explanation: From this act follows that Jan Magnuski arrived to Zgierz before 1 May 1801. He descended from Sierakow in Parish Kutno. His wife, Jozefa, descended from Kalow. At this time it was a village in Zgierz’s Parish, today lies in Lodz town. Godparents were tenant of a king village Lucmierz (today is on premises of commune Zgierz) and assistant was standard-bearer of Bydgoska.

2 Next record originates from 1802. In the Certificate of Baptism Nr 157

18 February 1802 from Huta Skolowska, occurs as a Godfather  Gen. Joannes Magnuski, kat.,”bonorumVilla Sokolow heres”. Huta Sokolowska was a glass factory.  Karol Amer was an owner and his wife was Godmather. Gen. “ Latin’s acronym – born”.

3. In Certificate of Baptism Nr 358 from 26 October1803, in Sokolow’s mansion – “Sokolow Aula”, “Gen. Joannis Magnuski, Catholic, Sokolowo villa Heredum ac Posessorum” are parents of “Raphael Xaverius” born 26 October 1803. Godparents are “Gen. Joannes Mroczynski, Catholic, de CivitateLancicienssi ac Commisin Officialista” and “Gen. Cunegundis Rozdrazewska, kat., “de v.Sokolowo inParte Tenutaria”.


Sokolow, it is also old village (today, part of City Lodz), this name was different spelled- Sokolowo, Sokolow. I noticed different of spelling  Jozefy name – Wyszkowska and Wyrzykowska. The second version repeats much more often.

4. Certificate of Baptism Nr 562 from  26 May 1805, again in Sokolow’s mansion ‘Sokolow Aula” is born “Antonius Onuphrius” – son “Nob. Joannis Magnuski in Aula Sokolow-economorum” and “Nob. Ursula Papieska in Aula Sokolow economorum”. Godparents are “Nob. Petrus Bielawski de eadem manentes” and “Nob. Josepha Magnuska de eadem manentes.



At the same time and from the same place there were two Jan Magnuski.

One was tenet of Sokolow, second was estates administrator. Probably they were family, maybe cousin or brothers. The same name very often occurred. “Nob.” – means “noble”.

“Nob. Josepha Magnuska de v.Sokolow” is also Godmather  of child from Huta Sokolowska at day 25 November 1805.

5. Certificate of Baptism Nr 738 from 28 September 1806. 25 September 1806 is born “Josepha Francisca”- Frantishka. Parents are”Gen. Joannis Magnuski and Josepha de Wyrzykowskie”. Godparents: “Gen. Adalbertuset Balbina de (Porzenickie?) Wyrzykowski de Villa KAly Possesores”.


“Nob. Joannes et Josepha de Wyrzykowskie Magnusci de Sokolow Possesore” were Godparents of the child born in Sokolow in 8 August 1806. ( Baptism 10 July, Nr act 728).

6. In 1807 “Gen. Joannes Magnuski de Sokolow” was Godfather of child norn 1 August (Baptism 2 August in Kaly, Josepha was assistant and earlier 14 June 1807 was Godmother in Piaskowice.


Piaskowice it was a village, today is part of Zgierz city.

7. In 9 August 1811 died in Jedlicze Walenty 6 month son of Jan Magnuski and Urszuli from Papieski (Popieski)(Death Certificate USC in Zgierz, Nr 114. At this year 7 February born Jan Magnuski, 48 years old is forester and on 26 June 1811 is 50 years old.


Jedlicze , it was a village. Today is in the City of Zgierz boundries.
